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Platelet count > 450 x10°/L

Red Flags present?
» Platelets >1000 x 10°/L \&
» Unexplained thrombosis

Repeat in 2-4 weeks to confirm

Associated Signs/Symptoms: v
» Splenomegaly - N Order BCR-ABL and JAK-2
» Elevated hemoglobin or white blood cells

Refer to Hematology

Are secondary causes present?
» Iron deficiency

» Infection/Inflammation

» Malignancy

Manage as per underlying cause Platelet count > 600 x10%/L

Follow the platelet count as clinically indicated
If platelet count rises to > 600 x10°/L restart algorithm
